I like Jethro (not the Beverly Hillbillies guy), but the Bible Jethro — you know, Moses’ father-in-law. 

Here's the story. 

Moses was the leader of the people.  Everyone wanted a piece of him.  They wanted Moses to counsel 
them, to help them make personal decisions and to settle their arguments!  (This is what seems to occupy 
the time of pastors!)   So one day, daddy-in-law stopped by to visit.  He was shocked to see how Moses 
spent his days!  From morning to evening all Moses did was counsel people! 

So with one classic line Jethro's wisdom was etched in history.   "What you are doing is not good!", Jethro 
told Moses.  Then advice was given, "Select capable leaders and appoint them to be leaders over hun-
dreds, fifties and tens." 

This is the first time any man has ever listened to the advice of his father-in-law!  And it worked ! 

It seems that Jethro "invented" small groups!  I can think of no better way for churches to structure minis-
try than to build around small groups.  Small groups are personal, life-giving sources of care, support and 
relationships. 

So we're determined to become a Jethro church.  In the next few weeks we'll be launching about 17 new 
groups at the Vineyard.  I ask that you'll be praying for our new leaders and groups.
