Feeding & 
Leading 

The Atlanta Vineyard Counseling Ministry exists as a pastoral arm of the church.  Our body of believers 
needs pastoral care, or simply said, feeding and leading.  There are many who are weak in the faith or 
new in the faith.  Some are in bondage and have no direction.  We provide feeding: truth from the Word 
of God and leading: helping people appropriate the truth in their lives.  We believe our mission is to help 
the body grow up and be transformed into the image of Christ and to love the Lord and others with all 
their heart.  The Good News of the Word along with the application of it in each life will produce Disciples 
of Jesus Christ. 

The need for pastoral care is too great for the small staff of the Atlanta Vineyard.  We need focused 
attention and time given to caring for the flock and we need training for those who are called to pastor 
and counsel others.  Those who are deeply wounded and in bondage often need many hours of feeding and 
leading that the pastoral staff simply cannot supply. 

Isaiah 61 says “The Lord has anointed me to bring good news to the poor… to comfort the brokenhearted 
and to announce that captives will be released and prisoners will be freed… that the time of the Lord’s 
favor has come.”  These brokenhearted and captive ones will then be “planted like strong and graceful 
oaks for his own glory and they will rebuild the ancient ruins, repairing cities long ago destroyed.” 

We have seen this scripture fulfilled as person after person has been growing up in the faith and becoming 
an “oak of righteousness”.  We know that when we become like Christ we will reach the hungry, lost 
world around us and realize our destiny in Christ and for his glory.  When the world sees the church 
actually becoming like Christ, they will be drawn to it and we will see the kingdom come. 

Our plans for the future include Elijah House training two times each year, Theophostic prayer training, 
adding members to our lay counseling staff, and introducing therapy groups for hurting marriages, co-
dependent relationships and sexual abuse.  We want to offer more opportunities for education regarding 
prayer ministry and inner healing models.  We are now leasing space to several prayer counselors and may 
be adding a Psychologist to that group. 

The Lord has blessed us with wonderful men and women who give generously of their time, finances and 
energy to see others grow and become like Christ.   Please continue to pray for the ministry and for each 
one who counsels, teaches or leads.
