Praying for AVC ministries

As many of you know I/we have been working in the extended stay motels in the Nor-
cross area in conjunction with a Gwinnett County Board of  Education Social Worker.  I 
cannot mention her name because she could  loose her job but she is passing info to me 
pertaining to kids in  these places. I have been very moved by what I have found. I  at-
tended an Emergency Assistance Meeting September 14th that is conducted by several 
local agencies and churches. Praise God for the new connections in the community.  

Since school is starting back I wanted to do backpacks with school supplies. However I 
found out every other church and agency is doing this so we shifted gears and we want 
to do something I don't think anyone else is doing. I will call it "Sleeping Bags for Kids". 
I want us to have a wing or extension that gives sleeping bags, pillows/pillow case and 
a stuffed animal like a beanie baby to these kids. Most of them never have a place to 
sleep except for the floor and a blanket. The bags would be a great way to let these 
kids know they matter.  What will it take to accomplish this; approximately $40.00 per 
kid.  I want to purchase as many bags and pillows as possible. To gear up to help 100 
kids would cost $4,000.00. I have had a flyer printed about it but need to  spread the 
word so that anyone who wants to donate towards it can tag their donation as "the 
bag".   

Most of the children sleep on the floor and have no bed to call their own.  Sometimes 
they live in homeless shelters, extended stay hotels or just outdoors.  Please be a part 
of this outreach to our kids that are homeless and make them feel valued and loved.
